VISION AND OBJECTIVES

THE VISION

The Arkansas Timber Producers Association (ATPA) and the Forest Resources Association
(FRA) will plan, develop, and conduct world-class forestry and logging Expos that will provide
an exceptional educational value to the logging and forestry community.

OBJECTIVES

· To create an internationally recognized world-class In-Woods Forestry Expo (not another
regional equipment show) modeled after Sweden’s Elmia Wood Fair.

· To create an Expo that will attract an attendance of 5,000 to 8,000.

· To create an Expo that will focus on the positive aspects of forestry, logging, and wood
products manufacturing, complementing commercial equipment demonstrations with exhibits
and events that enhance people’s perception of forestry and logging.

· To create an Expo that includes exhibits and displays that will attract timber harvesters,
foresters, tree farmers, silvicultural operators, hunt club managers, trucking firms and
drivers, tree planters, other forestry community audiences, and municipal land managers
in related fields.

· To create Expo workshops and seminars that will provide outstanding educational
experiences for timber harvesters, as well as educators, students, media representatives,
legislators, and other pre-identified publics.

EXHIBITORS MANUAL
THE SITE SELECTED

We have selected a site that is an approximate twenty-
minute drive from the Hot Springs, Arkansas historic
town center, on land owned and managed by
Weyerhaeuser for multiple objectives.  The 300-acre
tract offers many favorable features for In-Woods
Expo’s second edition.  The site is comprised of 20-
and 26-year-old thinned and pruned pine plantations.
Some exhibit sites are suitable for final harvest, and some
are suitable for light thinning.  Some sites have sufficient
underbrush and sapling growth to showcase brush and
landclearing equipment.  Most exhibit sites slope away
from the access road (sometimes steeply), allowing
attendees a good view of the forestry and harvesting
equipment being demonstrated.

The April 26-28 dates selected fall
before the hot weather typical for
Arkansas’s late spring, and the
abundance of shale will ensure a solid
operating base, even if the site receives
heavy pre-Expo rain.

TYPES OF EXHIBITS

In-Woods Expo 2007 will feature three basic types of
exhibits.

Active Demo
Live demonstrations of all types of mobile and stationary
harvesting and processing equipment.  A cleared landing
area will be provided.  Available areas are approximately
2 acres (2 sites), 4 acres (4 sites), or 6 acres (13 sites)
in size.

Note:  By request of the In-Woods Expo Exhibitors Advisory
Committee, Expo Staff will work with Active Demo exhibitors to
establish an alternating schedule for live demos.  This Active
Demo schedule will be published in the Expo program book or
published as an insert to the Expo program book.

Static Demo (powered or non-powered)
Live or static demonstrations of stationary equipment
on a landing where no forest is required.  Materials
necessary to demonstrate the equipment will be delivered
to the landing.  Examples of equipment so demonstrated
would be portable sawmills, tire-changing equipment,
truck scales, firewood processors, site prep equipment,
and truck scales.  Two sizes of Static Demo sites are
available:  100 feet x 100 feet (5 sites) and 50 feet by 50
feet (16 sites).

Static Booths (together in one or more canopied areas)
These booths are suitable for display of literature, parts,
models, or posters.  Beyond power for lighting,
computer, or video monitors, no powered operations or
live demonstrations will be permitted in these booths.
Each space will be 10 feet x 10 feet (40 spaces available).

COMPLIMENTARY EXHIBITORS PASSES

Each exhibitor will be entitled to a maximum number of
complimentary Exhibitors Passes for its personnel,
according to the following table.

These complimentary Exhibitors Passes are only for the
use of employees or agents of the exhibiting company.
Please do not apply for Exhibitors Passes for friends,
customers, or others, or use your allotment of passes
for anyone but your employees or agents.  Expo entrance
passes in excess of the maximum number of
complimentary Passes may be pre-purchased, or
purchased at the Expo, at the registration area.

Event sites A-E will  have a cleared area for tent erection or equipment display with grass cover or wood chips,
and Expo will provide 110-volt AC power to all exhibit sites.

Note:  The same exhibitor may rent additional exhibit sites beyond the first full-price site, of equal or smaller size,
at a 50% discount.

21-year-old thinned stand, suitable for
removal of 50% or more of existing basal
area.  Products removed may include
sawtimber , pulpwood, and chips.

26-year-old stand suitable for clearcutting.
Products removed will be sawtimber and
pulpwood.

Some sites have heavy
underbrush, suitable for
operation of bush/sapling-
clearing equipment.
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SITE SELECTION, ADVANCE
DEPOSIT, FINAL PAYMENT

Site selection will commence on or about December 1,
2006, and exhibit sites will be awarded on a first-
come, first-served basis, based on the date that the
exhibit site advance reservation deposit is
received.  Advance deposits of $3,000 (A Site), $2,000
(B Site), $1,000 (C, D, and E Sites), and $250 (F Sites)
are now being accepted.  The receipt of the advance
deposit will determine the exhibit site “first-come, first-
served” selection order.

Final payment of the exhibit site fee will
be due no later than February 1, 2007.
Full refunds (minus a $100 processing
fee) will be made for cancellations on
or before February 1, 2007.  No
refunds for cancellations after
February 1, 2007.

Each exhibitor will receive an exhibit
site selection confirmation number
based on receipt of the advance exhibit
site reservation deposit.  Site viewing
visits will be scheduled in fall 2006,
prior to a site selection date
(approximately January 1, 2007).

SUBLETTING / “P ARTNERSHIP”

Although we cannot allow subletting or transferring sites
obtained to other exhibitors, the Expo management is
open to “partnership bids,” in which two or more
enterprises with complementary equipment co-brand a
site together and conduct a joint exhibit, with equipment
or products working together or in sequence.  If your
company is interested in sharing a site with another
company, make your interest known to Expo
management when you first reserve your space and pay
your deposit.  ALL  exhibitors participating in such a
“partnership” must be ATPA or FRA members for the
site to qualify for the member rate.

SAFETY

In-woods demonstrations of forestry equipment present
special hazards, which the Expo managers are committed
to confronting by active preventive measures.  Expo
management will conduct individual mandatory Exhibitor
Safety Orientations, which ALL  representatives of each
live-action or powered-site exhibitor must attend, to
present the safety policies in effect during Expo hours.
These policies will include establishment of safety zones,
exhibitor and visitor hard hat policies, the Expo’s use of

roving safety officers with authority to intervene in
potentially hazardous situations, and first-aid and
emergency evacuation policies.  We will also mount an
active program to educate Expo attendees about safety
procedures (through orientation talks during shuttle
transport).

Every powered exhibit must isolate its operations from
spectators by establishing a safety zone and marking it
with special flagging the Expo management will provide.
In order to clarify safety policies to attendees, this “Expo-
branded” safety zone flagging must be used universally
as the on-site safety zone material; exhibitors may not
substitute their own flagging.  Exhibitors should
consult Expo safety officers to be sure the safety zones
they establish are sufficiently distant from operations to
eliminate risk to spectators.
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Expo 2007 won’t require or provide hard hats for general
attendance at the Expo.  However, we will require any
live-action exhibitor to provide hard hats, and ensure
their use, whenever anyone—whether exhibitor
personnel or visitor—enters the area demarcated by that
exhibitor’s safety zone flagging, whether or not machinery
is then in operation.  It won’t be permitted for visitors
to cross the safety zone flagging at any time while
equipment is powered—they may observe only
from behind the established safety zone flagging.
Only hard-hatted exhibitor personnel may be in the
area then.

Apart from the hazards inherent in the equipment
operating area, we will direct special focus to keeping
tram traffic on the Expo trails safe, both for passengers
and pedestrians.

INSURANCE

To reduce our own liability exposure and that of the site’s
owner, it will be necessary for each exhibitor to insure
their own equipment against fire, theft, and all perils.

In addition, any exhibitor displaying
powered equipment, whether mobile or
stationary, must maintain public liability
insurance with a minimum of $1 million
per incident, $2 million aggregate, and
auto liability in the amount of $1 million
CSL, as well as Workers’ Comp
coverage for exhibitor employees.
Proof of insurance coverages must be
filed with Expo management by
February 1, 2007.

Expo management will provide 24-hour
security at the site as well as roving safety
officers and will take reasonable
precautions to protect exhibitor
equipment, but the Expo cannot be liable
for such losses.  All exhibitors will be
responsible for the cost of damage to their equipment
and responsible for protecting their own employees from
injury.

COMPLIANCE WITH LA WS

Exhibitors will be required to covenant that they shall
comply with all existing federal, state, county, and local
laws, rules, and regulations and governmental orders, as
now written and as may be hereafter amended and
enacted, which are applicable to the Exhibitor.

PROTECTION FROM LOSSES AND
CLAIMS

Exhibitors will be required to agree to defend, indemnify,
and save harmless the Arkansas Timber Producers
Association, the Forest Resources Association,
Weyerhaeuser Company, and these organizations’
employees against any all loss, damage, liability, claims,
or costs resulting from injury or harm to persons or
property (including, without limitation, Exhibitor’s
employees or property), arising out of or in any
negligence, excepting here from any such liability and
claims of liability solely attributable to negligent acts of
ATPA, FRA, or Weyerhaeuser.  Exhibitor shall, at

Exhibitor’s sole expense, handle all such claims, defend
all lawsuits filed against ATPA/FRA/Weyerhaeuser
therein, and reimburse ATPA/FRA/Weyerhaeuser in
cash for all reasonable expense incurred by ATPA/FRA/
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Weyerhaeuser on account thereof, provided, that if
ATPA/FRA/Weyerhaeuser elects to retain independent
counsel, Exhibitor shall reimburse ATPA/FRA/
Weyerhaeuser for all costs reasonably incurred by ATPA/
FRA/Weyerhaeuser to defend itself through attorneys
of its choice.  The Exhibitor’s activities shall be deemed
to include those of Exhibitor subcontractors.

CANCELLA TION

If you must cancel your participation on or before
February 1, 2007 the Expo management
will refund your deposit, minus a $100.00
processing fee.

Reservations and advance deposits
received after February 1, 2007 are not
refundable.

The final payment of the balance due by
February 1, 2007 is not refundable.

EXHIBIT SET-UP AND
TEAR-DOWN

We will prepare each site in advance of
set-up, with a cleared area suitable for a tent attractively
seeded or covered with wood chips.  Sites will be
available for equipment delivery and set-up starting 8:00
AM on Monday, April 23, 2007.  Exhibitors should be
sure their equipment is delivered, in place, and operational
by 5:00 PM on Wednesday, April 25, 2007.

The earliest time for dismantling exhibits or moving
equipment out will be 3:00 PM, Saturday, April 28, 2007,
and thoroughfares for removing machines and exhibit
materials will be closed until then.  Dismantling the site
and removing all property and debris must be complete
by 7:00 PM, Monday, April 30.

Note:  Due to the narrow roads, Expo Staff will at times
exercise the right to regulate the flow of set-up and tear-
down truck and trailer transport to individual exhibit sites.

VEHICLE TRAFFIC

To avoid site congestion and to avoid safety problems,
we cannot permit exhibitor vehicle traffic within the Expo
site, starting 30 minutes before the time the Expo opens
to the public in the morning until 30 minutes following
the Expo’s closing time in the afternoon.  Exhibitors who
fail to comply with this policy will have their vehicle
passes revoked.  Exhibitors needing to leave the Expo
site by vehicle during Expo hours (for emergency
reasons only) should request a safety officer escort from
Expo management.

Note:  Exhibitors are prohibited from driving motor
bikes/cycles, gators, mules, four-wheelers, autos, trucks,
or any other motorized vehicle on Expo roads during
Expo operating hours.

COFE PARTICIPATION

The Council on Forest Engineering’s Southern Division
will meet in conjunction with In-Woods Expo 2007 and
offer a program of seminars on forest operations topics.

SITE MAINTENANCE AND
HOUSEKEEPING

Expo management will conduct
inspections of exhibitor sites during
Expo hours and at the end of the
Expo.

Exhibitors felling trees will be given
log and pulpwood cutting
specifications for the types and sizes
of raw forest products the felled
trees should be converted to.  As
part of the tear-down, exhibitors are
responsible for arranging for the

transport of all felled trees to the main Expo trail or pre-
determined landing for loading.  It will be necessary to
bill exhibitors for any site clean-up work necessary after
7:00 PM, April 30, 2007.

Consistent with the Expo’s emphasis on showing the best
of forestry, and with the landowner’s SFI certification,
exhibitors must be sure to exercise sound stewardship
in all operations.  Proper management of hazardous
chemicals, taking precautions and preparing responsible
“spill plans” for possible leaks or spills are just as
important—if not more so—on the Expo site as they
would be on an actual logging job; any exhibitor working
with hazardous chemicals, including fuel and lubricants,
must have an adequate emergency HazMats spill kit on
hand.  Spill kits will be available for purchase ($50.00)
from the Expo headquarters.

Exhibitors must make sure to remove all oil, oil
containers, grease cartridges, and other trash
by the 7:00 PM Monday tear-down deadline.

WOOD CHIPS AND RESIDUALS

Although Expo management will be sure that all
tent sites are prepared with grass or with wood
chips, exhibitors have the option of purchasing
additional wood chips for other exhibit site areas
and spreading them at their own expense.
Additional chips will be available from a vendor
at a reasonable price; spreading them will be
the responsibility of the exhibitor.

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PARKING

Although attendees may not park on or adjacent to the
Expo site, on-site parking will be available for exhibitor
vehicles.  Attendees will be shuttled in continuously
circulating vehicles from a parking lot three-quarters of
a mile away from the In-Woods Expo entrance.  The
purpose of this system is not only to accommodate the
realities of the site but to provide a convenient and
controlled venue for an Expo attendee safety orientation
on the shuttle ride to the Expo site.

DUST CONTROL

The Expo site is very well drained, and the shale-based
roads may tend to get dusty.  Expo management will
ensure they are watered
down (if necessary) at
appropriate intervals.

SECURITY

A uniformed, commercial
security service will be
contracted to provide site
security.  Security officer
patrols will be in force from
Monday, April 23, 2007
through Monday, April 30,
2007.  Exhibitors should
make advance
arrangements with Expo
management if they wish to conduct maintenance work
or undertake other on-site activities after show hours, to
ensure they are allowed access.

FOOD AND BEVERAGES

Licensed concessioneers will sell food and (non-alcoholic)
beverages at designated areas on the site.  Limited food
vendor service, compliments of Expo management, will
also be available for exhibitors on Expo set-up and tear-
down days.  Exhibitors may, at their option, provide
water, carbonated beverages, and light snacks (chips,
nuts, and candy) to attendees at their exhibit spaces; if

there are questions about how “light” a snack should be
so that it does not offer unfair competition to licensed
concessioneers, discuss them with Expo management.

It is not permitted to consume, serve, or distribute
alcoholic beverages on the site during show hours, and
Expo security staff will be strict in enforcing an alcohol-
free environment.

TOILETS AND WASTE DISPOSAL

Each exhibitor site will be provided with at least one
trash disposal container, with trash disposal service
provided daily, and field toilets with hand wipes will be
conveniently located throughout the site.

PROGRAM BOOK

An attractively produced In-Woods Expo 2007 Program
Book, including a site map and exhibitor information,
will be provided to all attendees.  The Book will note
the location of all exhibitors, medical stations, toilets,
and food stations, as well as pertinent information
concerning registration, transportation, and safety
regulations.  In view of the Expo’s broad venue, with its
appeals to legislators, educators, students, and
landowners, it will also contain significant “interpretative”
content.  All confirmed exhibitors will be offered the
opportunity to advertise in the Program Book.

ADVERTISING AND PROMOTION

In-Woods Expo 2007 will support broad attendance through paid advertising in approximately
10 national and 20 state and extra-regional publications in and beyond the mid-South, as
well as “earned” media coverage, focusing efforts on loggers, foresters, municipal land
managers, private forest landowners, and arborists.  We are also working with Hot Springs
area media to create local interest.  Paid ads will appear in both fall 2006 and spring 2007, and
news releases with updates will appear at least monthly, beginning in September 2006.  We
will provide exhibitors with reasonable quantities of Expo promotional brochures for
circulation among prospects they wish to invite.

The web site www.in-woods-expo.com will provide an Expo site map, continuously updated
information on exhibits and other Expo-related functions, contextual information on exhibitors
(including links to their own sites), on-line registration, and information about local
accommodations.

Live print and electronic media coverage of the Expo will launch on its opening day, Thursday,
April 26, 2007.
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SITE DEMARCATION

Each exhibit site will have its borders marked.

SUPPLIERS

The Expo management will identify vendors who can
provide equipment and supplies to exhibitors, such as
tents, awnings, trailers, bleachers, tables, and chairs.

SIGNS

Expo management will install signs to control traffic,
indicate tram stops, and provide general information to
visitors.  Exhibitors should plan to provide signs of their
own to identify sites.

EXPO WILL MAKE AVAILABLE

The Expo will make basic consumables available for
purchase (from vendors) to exhibitors during set-up and
tear-down, and before and during show hours:  gasoline,
premium-quality diesel,
motor oil, hydraulic oil,
power washing, and
repair services.

EXHIBITORS
WILL SUPPLY

Exhibitors should
provide signs for
identification of their
own exhibits, as well as
tables, chairs, tents,
and any other
installations within their
exhibit.  Exhibitor personnel should provide their own
safety equipment, as well as hard hats for visitors invited

past the safety barrier after equipment is powered down.
Exhibitors should bring their own shovels and rakes to
spread wood chips in excess of those spread in advance
by Expo management.

Expo management will provide information on vendors
for tents, tables, bleachers, chairs, etc.
